The primary focus of prevention is to prevent or reduce substance abuse; however, prevention’s focus can have both a direct and indirect effect on the person in recovery. The two areas of interest are the domains of community and family. 
Community Risk Factors 

Drug availability and social norms favoring substance use are two risk factors that impact a person in recovery, increasing the risk of relapse.  
Family Risk Factors

In addition to the increased risk of addiction for children raised in a family with a history of addiction, family management problems impact the recovering parent, increasing the risk of relapse.  

In conclusion, perhaps prevention can focus on targeting both community and family populations to partner with the field of recovery. There are evidence-based practices and programs that can give structure and outcomes to the prevention efforts in this proposed partnership.
