Provider Advisory Board – Comprised of representatives of the ADAA funded provider community in Maryland: addiction coordinators, program directors, and clinicians, with representation from both residential and outpatient levels of care, OMT, adolescent and adult, geographic representation.

Function: Provide representatives to the standing subcommittees (Outcomes, Financial, Standards, Technology Transfer) and ad hoc workgroups that will be formed to complete a variety of tasks associated with transformation to a recovery oriented system of care. Represent a provider perspective to the task at hand. Meet as a group to form consensus opinions regarding proposed policy changes.

 Consumer Advisory Board – Comprised of former consumers of ADAA funded services, members of the recovery community in Maryland who are in long-term recovery, and family members of both groups, geographic representation.  

Function: Provide representatives to the standing subcommittees (Outcomes, Financial, Standards, Technology Transfer) and ad hoc workgroups that will be formed to complete a variety of tasks associated with transformation to a recovery oriented system of care. Represent a consumer perspective to the task at hand. Meet as a group to form consensus opinions regarding proposed policy changes.

Technology Transfer Subcommittee – Establish and facilitate a Learning Collaborative, develop training, technology transfer plan and components, coordinate plan implementation.
Learning Collaborative – comprised of the addiction coordinator or their designee from each jurisdiction. Identified as the ROSC coordinator in their jurisdiction, responsible for organizing the implementation of the model within their jurisdiction.

Function: Meet monthly at the ADAA to receive training in the ROSC model and change process, develop implementation plan for their jurisdiction, implement the plan and receive technical assistance.

Financial Subcommittee – Establish funding priorities and develop funding strategies, seek additional funding to support ROSC services, develop conditions of award and incentives, develop funding accountability mechanisms and strategies.
Outcomes Subcommittee – Develop recovery measures and data elements, develop SMART modules to support new services, develop accountability strategies.
Standards Subcommittee - Develop funding standards for recovery oriented treatment and support services, develop recovery oriented program self assessment tool, develop cultural competency assessment tool, advise ADAA re regulatory changes needed to support ROSC in Maryland.
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
