2. ROSC Steering Committee - Form Provider Advisory Board.
3. ROSC Steering Committee - Form Consumer Advisory Board.
4. ROSC Steering Committee – Form Continuing Care workgroup – develop protocols, SMART Continuing Care component, training for implementation of Continuing Care component at jurisdiction level.

5. Standards Subcommittee – Form Supportive Housing workgroup – develop standards and monitoring protocols for supportive housing funded by ADAA grant dollars.

6. Technology Transfer Subcommittee - Establish Learning Collaborative – Learn assessment instruments and implementation plan, first three meetings are January 11, February 8, March 15.
7. Technology Transfer Subcommittee – Plan ROSC Conference – early March, program managers and jurisdictional coordinators will be invited – located in Central Region, a day of how-to workshops.

8. Technology Transfer Subcommittee – Plan OETAS ROSC Training – June, open to all clinical staff – located in Central Region, a day of how-to workshops.
