Recovery Oriented Systems of Care Self-Assessment
The Recovery Oriented Systems of Care (ROSC) Self-Assessment has been designed to help you explore a variety of program and system components that are aligned with ROSC principles and begin to identify areas of strength and challenge for your program, as our system moves toward developing a Recovery Oriented System of Care.

Your assessment is intended to serve as the foundation for a dialogue between you and other stakeholders, including purchasers of your services and community partners, which will help you determine both the content and priorities to include in a plan for change.
Definitions of Selected Terms Used in the Assessment Instrument:

Case Management: a coordinated, assertive approach to linking individuals with appropriate services to address specific identified needs, in addition to the provision of treatment for substance use disorders.

Continuing Care: post-treatment monitoring, support, and re-engagement in treatment services, if necessary
Outreach: an organized effort to connect to individuals and families in need of addiction treatment services and engage them in services.
Recovery Support Services: designed to 1) remove personal and environmental obstacles to recovery, 2) enhance identification and participation in the recovery community, and 3) enhance the quality of life of the person in recovery. These services include outreach, engagement and intervention services; recovery guiding or coaching, post-treatment monitoring and support; recovery housing; transportation; child care; legal services; educational/vocational supports; and linkage to recovery oriented social/leisure activities.
Supportive Housing (also called Supported Housing, Recovery Homes, Sober Housing, and Transitional Housing):  residence established to support the process of recovery from substance dependence, or co-occurring substance dependence and mental illness. Residents are required to maintain abstinence from all substances not prescribed by a health care professional and comply with a recovery program. Differs from a halfway house – a certified treatment program providing clinical services – in that it is not a certified treatment program and no clinical services are provided.
